2. EAX: The application may be faxed to 973-4725 but must be received in the Magnet Admissions Office no later than the deadline date and time.
Applicants may call or email the Magnet Admissions Office to verify that the fax was received and is legible. The Magnet Admissions Office is
not responsible for the confirmation of faxed applications.

3. U.S. MAIL: Mail application directly to the Maanet Admissions Office. A postmark of MARCH 10, 2009 will be accepted “on time”.

4, WEB SITE: Applications may be printed from www.usd259.com and hand delivered, faxed or mailed to the Magnet Admissions Office.

SELECTION PROCEDURES

Random selections conducted in the Magnet Admissions Office the middle of April 2009 to fill available seats will only include the student’s 1% choice
magnet school. Students who apply by the March 10, 2009 deadline will be included in this selection process and letters will be mailed to parents indicating
the selection results (both accepted and waiting) no later than the end of April. If a student is selected an Acceptance Form will be mailed with the
notification letter. The Acceptance Form will need to be signed by the parent and returned to the Magnet Admissions Office to accept the placement.

WAITING LIST PROCEDURES

All students not accepted to their 1% choice magnet school during the April 2009 random selections will automatically be placed in a waiting pool for all of
their choices. Students notified that they are waiting for their 1% choice are also automatically placed in the waiting pool for their 2" and/or 3" choices. After
the April selection, if vacancies occur and additional selections are conducted, parents will be notified by an additional letter or phone call from the Magnet
Admissions Office if their child is selected for any of their 1%, 2" or 3™ choices. Applications received after the March 10" deadline will be held until May
and the parent/guardian will be mailed a letter by the end of May from the Magnet Admissions Office indicating the student’s application status after the
application has been processed. Late applications decrease a student’s opportunity to be selected for an elementary magnet school.

MAGNET SCHOOL DECLINE PROCEDURES

The parent/legal guardian of a newly accepted magnet student who has not attended and decides to decline their acceptance before the first day of school
must submit a written decline to the Magnet Admissions Office before the student can be reassigned back to their home base school. Any student who
declines a magnet placement for any reason must reapply and go through the random selection process to be accepted back into any magnet school.

NON-RESIDENT (OUT OF DISTRICT) APPLICANTS

A student who resides out of district (BOE Policy P5506) may apply for an elementary magnet school but will not be offered a placement until after all of the
in-district applicants have been assigned or offered placements and space is still available. Out of district applicants need to apply by the March 10, 2009
deadline but their application will not be processed until May. Notification letters on the student’s application status will be mailed to parents by the end of
May from the Magnet Admissions Office. Out of district students must be selected and in attendance at a magnet prior to September 20, 2009.
